China: New administrative measures on religious staff, released by China’s State
Administration for Religious Affairs in February 2021, came into effect on 1 May
amid concerns from some religious leaders about their restrictive nature.  One
human rights lawyer described the measures as “one more weapon in [the Chinese
authorities’] arsenal to limit or further persecute the religious
communities.”  (CSW).  Pray that unjust limitations and control are overturned. 
 
Nazanin Zaghari-Ratcliffe: please continue to pray into the concerted and joint
effort to bring this lady home - that manipulation is bound and cast away from her
and for her complete freedom.
